Weathering

Weathering and site conditions can cause variations in shade to appear on individual units. These will not affect
performance in any way and will diminish over time. Both natural and reconstituted stone products are affected by
sunlight and rainfall. Natural stone may develop brown markings as its iron content oxidises.

Stonemarket cannot accept responsibility for efflorescence which may occur as a deposit and/or apparent colour
fading in the form of patches or drip staining.

Maintenance

*  Keep pavior joints well filled with Pavior Jointing Sand.

®  Pressure washers and chemical cleaners are not recommended, particularly for reconstituted stone and natural
limestone.

e To clean, wet thoroughly with lukewarm soapy water and use a stiff hard broom.

*  Never use common salt to de-ice reconstituted stone or limestone. Alternative products are available, specially
formulated for this purpose.
